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In May 2016, the

Alpine Challenge event
again generated
significate proceeds, due
in part, to the volunteer
nature of the event. Two
young people received
scholarships towards
their college education.

Each year, at least

two sophomore students
are selected by the
Alpine Kiwanis Club to
take the “Alpine
Challenge” -- a
scholarship offered
through a special
challenge to complete
high school and
continue their education
at a post-secondary
school.
